PARENT HANDBOOK

Kookaburra was established in 1953 to service the needs of the local community. The current site and building have been in use since 1976.  The Preschool is managed by Blackheath Kookaburra Kindergarten Inc. The Association is made up of parent members and community representatives. The building and grounds are owned by Blue Mountains City Council, however, the Association finances the maintenance and running costs of the building and grounds.  
Kookaburra provides a quality preschool environment for children aged 3-5 years.

Acknowledgement of Country
Children in Australia experience living and learning both with and alongside others in a range of diverse communities and people. As citizens of Australia, it is important for our children to understand something of our country’s cultural heritage, and the people that make up this land. It’s about knowing where we belong and that we are a part of  this diverse and wonderful place. It’s also about acknowledging that we all have the right to belong in Australia. 
Acknowledging the Aboriginal heritage of our nation and learning about the country and communities we belong to will help Kookaburra children develop attitudes of respect for others. Learning Outcome 2 of the EYLF encourages us to help our children to “be connected with and contribute to their world.” As a part of this, the children and educators at Kookaburra acknowledge the Darug and the Gundungarra people each day at our first gathering as a mark of respect, and educators use this simple statement as a stepping-stone to further learning about the First People of our Nation.
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Hours of Operation 
Monday to Friday 8.30 am to 4.00 pm 
The Preschool operates during NSW School Terms. We are closed on NSW gazetted public holidays. Doors are open from 8.30 am and the children MUST be collected prior to 4pm. Kindergarten insurance and licensing does not allow us to have children on the premises outside these hours. 
Arrival and Collection of Children 
The Department of Education and Communities (DEC) requires parents/carers to sign each child ‘in’ and ‘out’. This list is used for checking attendance and in case of emergency, such as fire, it is the list used to check that all children have been evacuated from the building. 
 
Children will not be permitted to leave Kindergarten unless accompanied by their parents or authorised persons as nominated on the enrolment form. If your child is being collected by someone other than yourself, please make a note on the ‘Sign in/out’ sheet and let the Educators know. ID can be requested from persons collecting the children if Educators have not met them before. 

What to bring each day 
· Bag labelled with child’s name.
· Hat (A Kookaburra hat is included in your enrolment fee and will stay at kindy)
· A complete change of clothes, including underwear and socks. (Labelled)
· Nutritious lunch and drink bottle. (water only please)  
· Morning tea for your child in a separate container if possible.
· Coat/beanie in cold weather. Sun safe clothing in Summer.
Please provide a healthy lunch for your child. NO nuts or Sesame Seed products and please limit cakes,chips, sweet biscuits, lollies, strip roll ups. It is a long day and we feel the children need the best nutrition for growing bodies. If possible, please send only reusable containers for your child’s lunch and snacks. Please avoid snap lock plastic bags and over packaged foods that cannot be recycled or reused. We encourage sustainable practices and raise awareness of the impact of rubbish in the environment.
We supply Afternoon tea and incorporate cooking our afternoon tea with the children into the program. 
Drink bottles are stored on the green trolley.

 What to wear 
 Please do not dress your child in anything that may restrict involvement in Preschool activities. Much of the purpose of Preschool is lost if your child stands back from activities because of ‘good clothes’. Shoes and socks may be taken off during the day to allow for free movement and participation in music time, sandpit play and relaxation time. Please avoid difficult-to manage belts, buckles, clips, braces etc. Thongs and crocs are classified as unsafe footwear and make climbing and running very difficult and dangerous.
 
 All clothing and possessions must be labelled. 
 Items left behind at Preschool are placed in the containers on top of the lockers. Unmarked lost property goes to a charity shop at the end of each term. This includes drink bottles and spare clothing. 
Please let us know if your child will be away
 Fees are still charged for any absences, but it is important that we are aware who is going to be in for the day. 
It is also important to try to attend as regularly as possible to maintain continuity and build confidence for your child. 
However, if your child is ill, it is still helpful that you inform staff as it may assist us and other families if there are similar symptoms amongst other children. Also, we care about what is happening for your child and family, and like to let other children know if their friends are going to be away. 

Children with additional needs 
Kookaburra Kindergarten has a commitment to inclusion of children with additional needs into the preschool wherever possible. If your child has any additional needs please discuss these with the Director, and we will talk about specific care, therapy and other needs your child may have. We also have contact details available for services and resources for children with additional needs. We can also help you with any referrals and funding applications if needed.
Fees & Payments This is subject to change as funding is changing for 2026.
The fee policy given on enrolment explains all conditions associated with fees and payments. Please refer to this policy for more information about fee relief in 2026.
Accounts are issued in the first week of each term or on the first day of attendance.  
Preschool Programmes are subsidised by Start Strong Funding from the NSW State Government with a contribution from the Federal Government to offer a Fee Relief (Affordable Preschool) component for families.
Our Fee schedule is as follows: 
Annual Enrolment Fee: $60 per family (includes a centre hat)
Afternoon Tea Fruit Levy: $12 per day of attendance, per term E.g 2 days per week =$24 PER TERM.
Please see Fee Policy for more information.
We accept payment by direct deposit, Web Pay to allow payments by Credit Card online or at the centre if you paying for the whole term at once. A link to follow will be on your statements. 
Direct Debit is also available and is our preferred option for weekly or fortnightly payments.  Regular payments are essential to keep your fees paid up to date. Fees are paid for days children are absent unless the Preschool is closed on a public holiday or road closure day (See below).  

If you are experiencing financial difficulty, please discuss this with the Director. All discussions are confidential. 

 Birthdays 
 We enjoy celebrating children’s birthdays. Kookaburra Kindergarten is happy for you to supply cup cakes – catering for 30 – to celebrate your child’s birthday. We will supply the candle and take a photograph of your child as a memento. If you provide the ingredients, we can also cook cupcakes with the children as part of the daily program. Please inform the staff in advance if you intend to celebrate your child’s birthday at Preschool. 
Kookaburra Logo Clothing 
Clothing with the Kookaburra Logo will be available to order at the beginning of the year from the office in a variety of styles and colours. Payment amount can be added to your fee statement.

Emergency Closure of the Great Western Highway Policy 
 During bushfire threat or snowfalls, Kookaburra Kindergarten will not be open if the Great Western Highway has officially been closed by an emergency service. You will not be charged fees for these closure days. If you are unsure whether the Preschool is open during these times you may contact the Kindergarten, 4787 8977 or alternatively if there is no answer, on 0422656011. We will let you know by Email, Storypark and Facebook. Parents are asked to check the Live Traffic App and/or telephone Council on 4780 5348 for a recorded message on its Emergency Information Number. Please ensure that you have downloaded the Storypark App. To ensure that you can be contacted in an emergency.
Emergency Evacuation 
In case of fire/emergency evacuation when you are on the premises, we request that you   
 
· Assist staff to evacuate children from the kindergarten. 
· Take any babies or toddlers in your care with you.  
Working bees 
Occasionally we may call on you to attend a working bee. We do appreciate offers of help at this time. 
 
Visitor’s Record Book 
It is a DEC requirement that all parent helpers and visitors to our preschool be required to sign in and out on the visitor’s record book whilst on the premises. 
The visitor’s book is located near the front office in the foyer.
		
Ten Tips for Families Starting Preschool at Kookaburra
1. Visit Kookaburra to meet the Educators and become familiar with the setting. 
The more familiar your child is with the educators and the environment, the easier it will be for your child to settle into the preschool. Try to visit preschool during school hours so the programme can be observed in operation and you can ask questions and discuss any goals that you have for your child. Your child can see where their lunch box and water bottle goes and where the toilets are etc. and take the opportunity to play with the other children. 
2. Be Well Informed 
Parents/carers need to be prepared for preschool, too. Read any information given to you by Kookaburra (Newsletter, Noticeboards, Parent Handbook etc) and talk to the Director and the Educators and ask lots of questions! You will then be ready to answer any questions honestly and in as much detail for your child as they can understand and hopefully curb potential anxieties such as: How will I get there? How long will I be there? How many days do I have to go? What if I want to go to the toilet? What am I going to do there? Will I get to play? Where is my locker? 
3. Find Out What your child will need to bring to Preschool at Kookaburra 
 Afternoon Tea is provided for the children and they will need to bring their own morning tea, lunch and water bottle. We encourage independence at meal times so most children bring a sandwich, yoghurt, fruit or vege sticks in containers that are easy to open and manage. Some packaged foods are difficult to manage so we encourage fresh and healthy items for lunch. We have lots of information with ideas for packed lunches to share with you! 
  4. Encourage independence 
Children who are able to care for themselves and their belongings will feel more confident at preschool and it helps to practise personal hygiene, such as wiping their nose and toileting independently. Please dress them in clothing which is simple enough for them to manage with little adult help and Children who assist in packing their bag at home each morning will readily identify their own belongings during the day. 
5. Label equipment and clothing 
Children's belongings may look very similar to their classmates'. Labelling your child's equipment and clothing with their name will help prevent loss, confusion and possible upset for your child. 
6. Pack a change of clothes for preschool 
Accidents do happen. There may be a toilet mishap, wet sleeves from hand washing, or mess from craft or outdoor experiences. When accidents occur children prefer to change into their own clothes, rather than "school clothes". Pack a spare set of clothes, labelled with your child's name, in your child's bag. 

7. Share information with the preschool educators 
Children learn best when parents/carers and educators share together in a partnership. Because you know your child best, you can help the teacher understand your child by sharing information, concerns and insights. Regular communication between parents/carers and educators bridges the gap between home and preschool and provides opportunities to exchange information which support children's learning. 
8. Keep the preschool Educators informed of any changes 
 Changes to your child's family situation can impact on their emotional and academic well-being. Please inform us of any changes in circumstances so that the child (and family) can be supported if necessary. Examples of changes include the birth of a sibling; moving house; divorce or separation or the death or hospitalization of a loved one. It is also important to notify the pre-school of changes to contact details, such as address and emergency telephone numbers. 
9. Participate in the preschool activities 
Parents/carers are welcome to participate in the preschool by attending special activities and by volunteering to help in the classroom. This may assist to reassure your child that you are interested in them and their preschool. 
10. Provide information about your child's immunisation status 
Your child will be coming into contact with other children and infections can spread quickly. The Immunisation register available from Medicare must be provided on enrolment.  Your child must be immunised to attend an Early Learning Facility.

Parent involvement 
 Parents are important teachers to the young child. Thus, it is essential that the Preschool and home work together. In this regard the Preschool has a dual role. On one hand, to provide an educational program for young children and on the other, to provide for parent participation. There is compelling evidence to indicate that where the educational objectives of a program for young children are not understood and supported by parents, its effectiveness is reduced. Some important aspects of this participation are set out below.

Program Participation 
Do you have a special interest or talent, eg craft, art, music, gardening etc. The staff welcome you to share and assist them in the children’s activities. Please speak to the Director if you would like to join us at any time. If you have any skill or talent that you think the children may enjoy, please mention it to the educators i.e. singing, playing an instrument, bathing a new baby, sewing, cooking, other handicrafts, speaking other languages, storytelling, acting or an aspect of your occupation. 
We also love to have parents who may like to help us with gardening with the children during outdoor play time…..this can be on a casual drop-in basis….the children are always willing helpers for weeding, planting, composting and any other everyday garden jobs. 
You may like to share a cultural experience with us. Perhaps you can sing or speak in another language, or cook foods from another culture, or share a celebration with us, or an aspect of your culture. 
We actively encourage parents to join us on excursions and special days. We’ll let you know when these are happening. 
Parental input into our daily program and feedback in your child’s portfolio on Storypark is an important area where we would appreciate your input and responses to the stories posted.

Our educational program 
At Kookaburra we strongly believe that children learn best through play. As a result we provide many opportunities for the children to explore, create, pretend and get involved in hands on learning. We carefully observe the children as they play and interact with each other and use this information to help plan a program of activities and experiences that will extend the children’s learning. 
Each day we provide a balance of free play (both indoors and outdoors) as well as small group experiences and large group times. In this way children experience the freedom and independence to make their own choices as well as learning to be part of a larger group. 
Throughout the preschool we display evidence of the children’s learning and their work as well as our program of planned experiences. We use Storypark to share information with you about what has been happening at preschool on a daily basis. 
We also maintain an individual “portfolio” on each child on Storypark that acts as a record of their learning and development over their time at Kookaburra. We welcome your feedback and comments on the portfolio and their stories. Our weekly program is displayed in the room for you to look at any time.
If you have any questions about the program or your child’s part in it please speak to your child’s primary educator. The children are divided into small groups and have an Educator appointed to that group. This educator completes the individual portfolios for that group.

The Early Years Learning Framework (EYLF)
Across Australia all services providing education and care for children under 6 years old are guided by the Early Years Learning Framework (ELYF). This framework is designed to guide educators in providing “young children with opportunities to maximise their potential and develop a foundation for future success in learning.” 
The Early Years Learning Framework is based around the concepts of children developing a strong self of belonging, becoming and being.  These concepts are key to successful Early Education.

A sense of belonging is a fundamental human experience. We belong with our families, our friends, our culture and our community. It is important that children develop a strong sense of belonging, a sense of belonging confirms our socio-cultural place in the world.

Being is about allowing children to enjoy just being children. Early Education is not just about preparation for the future, but also about providing an exciting, fulfilling experience in the now! This helps children develop their sense of identity, curiosity and general enjoyment of their daily lives. 

In Early Childhood children experience rapid and significant changes in their lives, shaping their experiences, identities, understanding, skills and relationships. The Becoming aspect of the EYLF puts these rapid changes into focus and concentrates of helping children become active members of society.

The National Quality Standards -NQS 
The National Quality Standards are a benchmark that all childcare services in Australia must meet. Each centre is given a rating based on how well they are meeting the seven National Quality Areas:

· Educational Program and Practice – Kookaburra has an educational program based upon our philosophy statement, the EYLF, and NQS.
· Children's Health and Safety – Our number one priority is the health and safety of your child. 
· Physical Environment – Kookaburra’s homelike and natural learning environment promotes learning and equal opportunity amongst children, families and educators.
· Staffing Arrangements – Kookaburra always has extra staffing, ensuring we meet and reach beyond the required national ratios
· Relationships with Children – The relationships our educators have with children are respectful and ethical and always loving and caring.
· Collaborative Partnerships with Families and Communities – Once you join Kookaburra, you join our family! We encourage family and community involvement at every opportunity.
· Governance and Leadership – Kookaburra Parent Management Committee and Educators support the operation and provision of a high quality service through effective management and decision making and by implementing systems that promote a positive organisational culture and professional learning community.

National Child Safety Standards
We take Children’s Safety very seriously and we abide by the Legislated National Child Safety Standards.
More information is listed below for your information. The Safety Standards are referenced in our Philosophy and Policies.
Standard 1: Child safety is embedded in organisational leadership, governance and culture
We are committed to embedding child safety in our organisation. This is acknowledged in our philosophy, policies, procedures and everyday practices.
Standard 2: Children participate in decisions affecting them and are taken seriously
Children are safer when organisations teach them about their rights to be heard, listened to and believed. We ensure that the children are actively listened to and that individual children’s choices and needs are heard and respected.
Standard 3: Families and communities are informed and involved
Children are safer when organisations include parents, carers and families in their activities and consult them on children’s development. Codes of conduct and safety procedures are clearly communicated to parents and families. We value family and community involvement and feedback in our service.
Standard 4: Equity is upheld and diverse needs are taken into account
In our organisation, we uphold equity and diverse needs are taken into account. Children have equal opportunities to participate in all activities and programs and feel welcomed and valued. Support services and programs are available and accessible.
Standard 5: People working with children are suitable and supported
At our organisation we work to ensure that the people working with children are suitable and supported. Systems are in place to ensure educators are suitable persons and receive ongoing training and support to fulfill all safety responsibilities and have a child safety focus.
Standard 6: Processes to respond to complaints of child abuse (or other concerns) are child-focused
We know that child safe cultures create environments where staff can identify and report suspected harm of children. We ensure that all reporting, privacy and employment obligations are met and are supported by policies and procedures including the Code of Conduct.
Standard 7: Staff are equipped with the knowledge, skills and awareness to keep children safe, through continual education and training
A child safe organisation promotes continuous learning and provides regular ongoing education and training. Staff will feel more confident to respond to abuse if it is detected and training reinforces the importance of child safety and that it is everyone’s responsibility. Resources and support materials are available to all staff.
Standard 8: Physical and online environments minimise the opportunity for abuse or other kinds of harm to occur
A child safe organisation adapts its physical environments to minimise opportunities for abuse to occur. Risks in physical and online environments are managed to prevent abuse and decrease opportunities for harm to occur. Our Code of Conduct sets clear behaviour expectations when adults are interacting with children. Parents and children receive current information and are encouraged to speak up about negative experiences and risks.
Standard 9: Implementation of the Child Safe Standards is continuously reviewed and improved
Child safe organisations know it takes ongoing effort to maintain a safe environment for children. Child safe practices and procedures are regularly reviewed to ensure continuous improvement and identify any systemic failures. Our open and transparent culture values learning from mistakes and putting the interests of children first.
Standard 10: Policies and procedures document how the organisation is child safe
Our organisation’s policies and procedures reflect the Child Safe Standards. Child safe policies and procedures provide guidance and clarity to staff, volunteers, parents and children about how to prevent and respond to child safety issues. Staff and our community know that we take child safety very seriously.
The Association 
 It is a requirement of operation that Blackheath Kookaburra Kindergarten has a Management Committee elected from Association members. (Parents at the centre.) 
The Annual General Meeting is held in March/April and election of Office Bearers takes place. Information about the roles and responsibilities of Office Bearers is available. The centre cannot open or run without a Parent Management Committee with at least 6 people involved. 
General meetings of the Association are held every 5 to 6 weeks on a day and time that suits the current committee. Your children are welcome to attend with you. 
Parents are urged to join the Committee, as the successful functioning of our Kindergarten can only be achieved by your efforts, involvement and interest.
Rhododendron Festival Helpers 
 Each year Kookaburra Kindergarten participates in the Rhododendron Festival (1st Saturday in November). We require parents to help with ideas and costumes! And to walk with us in the parade!  Your assistance is greatly appreciated. 

Things you might like to collect for us 
Please save and send in any odds and ends that you think that we will be able to use in our art and construction areas such as cereal or other smallish boxes, cardboard rolls, plastic yoghurt/fruit cups, egg cartons, wool etc. We also love to collect cane baskets, natural objects and used envelopes. From time to time we may make requests in the foyer or in the newsletter for odds and ends that we are collecting. If you have something that you no longer need or you think we might be able to use, just ask an educator.
Fundraising 
Fundraising is a part of our annual budget, particularly as funding conditions change and costs rise. There may be small and large events across the year, and we ask people to contribute if and when they can. We understand that not everyone has the financial capacity to be involved, but perhaps you can donate your time. 
Fundraising events are organised by parents and community members on the Committee. The Committee aims to make events suitable for the whole family and community to participate in. Any fundraising ideas are greatly appreciated

Waiting list and enrolment 
 Children may be placed on Kookaburra’s waiting list at any time. There is no charge for placing your child’s name on the waiting list. Offers of enrolment will be made dependent upon the ages of children and their position on the waiting list. Priority is given to 4 year olds who are attending school the next year.
 Enrolment offers are usually sent out in October for the following year. From time to time places may become available at other times during the year. 
Guarantee of enrolment 
 The following steps must be completed: 
1. Completion of the Enrolment Form. Each form must be signed and dated and must include two Local Emergency Contacts. Copies of immunisation Register from Medicare and your child’s birth certificate must also be provided. A current Family Health Care card must also be supplied (if applicable)
2. Payment of Association Membership, Administration Fee and Enrolment Levy to the Kindergarten by the due date. (NB. These payments are non refundable). 
3. Allergy and/or Asthma plans must be provided. If your child cannot use our provided sunscreen, we require a letter from the chemist/ doctor for our records.

Illness/Absence/Accident 
Kookaburra does not have the facilities to care for sick children. Please consider your own child if he/she is not well and keep him/her home for his/her own benefit.  If your child is to be absent from Preschool, please notify the centre as soon as possible.
The Director must be notified immediately if your child is suspected of having any infectious disease. Isolation requirements as laid down by the Department of Health, must be adhered to. 
 In case of sudden illness or accident whilst your child is at Preschool, every effort will be made to contact parents or the emergency contact as nominated on the enrolment form. If unable to be contacted, the child’s local doctor will be called or an ambulance if necessary. 
 
 Medication administration 
 All medication must be given to a staff member when you arrive at Preschool. It must be labelled with the child’s name, dosage and expiry date. Do not leave Medication in your child’s bag.
 Medicine can only be administered if written instructions and permission are given on the Medication form. This information must be written and witnessed in the presence of a staff member. 

Toys From Home
Please discourage your child from bringing toys from home as it can cause disagreements and sad tears if the toys get lost.
Parking
The driveway is for staff parking only as it is used by parents and children as a pedestrian area.
Parents are required to park on the street outside the preschool. Please hold your child’s hand at all times when coming in and leaving the centre. Please be aware of others whenever you are walking up the driveway and do not allow your children to play in this area. HOLD YOUR CHILD’S HAND AT ALL TIMES IN THIS AREA!
Please make sure that you use appropriate child restraints or car seats in your car for the age of your child. 
Please do not leave any young children in your car while you drop off or pick up from preschool. 
While this may be convenient it is also dangerous. Please call us if you need assistance at these times.
If children are not restrained appropriately when being picked up or dropped off, or are left in cars during pick up and drop off, we may have to report the situation to the authorities.
Surveys
During the year you may be asked to complete feedback surveys on particular areas of the NQS or on general practices or topics. This is usually done through Survey Monkey and will take five minutes of your time. We appreciate your assistance and welcome your input.
